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CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTIONS

These instructions are used on all Cornelius ice drink dispensers. Some models may have additional cleaning
requirements. Those models will have addition procedures listed later in the manual.

A WARNING:

Disconnect power to the unit before servicing. Follow all lock out/tag out procedures established by the user. Verify all
power is off to the unit before performing any work.

Failure to comply could result in serious injury, death or damage to the equipment.

A CAUTION:

Do not use metal scrapers, sharp objects or abrasives on the ice storage chest, top cover or exterior surfaces as
damage to the unit may result. Do not use solvents or other cleaning agents as they may attack the material
resulting in damage to the unit.

e Soap solution — Use a mixture of mild detergent and warm (100° F) potable water.

e Sanitizing Solution — Dissolve 2 packets (4 0z) of Stera Sheen Green Label into 2 gallons of warm (80 —
100° F) potable water to ensure 200 ppm of chlorine.

DAILY CLEANING:

1. Remove cup rest from drip tray and clean with warm soapy water, rinse with clean water and allow to air
dry.

Wipe down the exterior of the unit with warm soapy water, rinse with clean water and allow to air dry.

Remove valve nozzles and diffusers and wash in warm soapy water, rinse in clean water and allow to air
dry.

Pour warm soapy water down the drains to keep them clean and flowing smoothly.

Spray the nozzles and diffusers inside and outside with approved sanitizing solution, reinstall them on the
valves and allow to air dry.

Reinstall the cup rest into the drip tray.
Pour all remaining sanitizer solution down the drains to help keep the drain clear.

DAILY MAINTENANCE:
1. Check the temperature, smell and taste of the product.
Check the water pressure coming to the unit using the pressure gauges on the back room package.
Check carbonation of the drink
Check level of CO2 supply to the system.

MONTHLY CLEANING: (IN ADDITION TO DAILY AND WEEKLY PROCEDURES)

1. Flush and sanitize all syrup lines as well as all of the syrup connectors. (See the sanitize syrup lines
section shown later in this manual).

2. Remove ice from ice chest and clean and sanitize the ice chest. (See the Cleaning the interior surfaces
section shown later in this manual).

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YEARLY MAINTENANCE:

1. Have the water pump and check valve inspected and cleaned by a qualified service technician.

2. Have the CO2 gas check valve inspected and cleaned by a qualified service technician.

CLEANING INTERIOR SURFACES (MONTHLY CLEANING)

A CAUTION:

When pouring liquid into the ice chest, do not exceed the rate of 1/2 gallon per minute. Pouring more liquid into the
ice chest could result in an overflow situation may result in injury or damage to the equipment.

1. Using a nylon bristle brush or sponge, clean the interior of the ice chest with soap solution. Thoroughly
rinse the interior of the ice chest with clean potable water.

2. Using a mechanical spray bottle filled with sanitizing solution, spray the entire interior of the ice chest,
Allow to air dry.

CoLD PLATE (YEARLY MAINTENANCE)

Locate and remove any debris from the drain trough. Check that the drain holes are not clogged.
Pour small amount of soap solution through cold plate opening in ice chest.

Using a cloth, wash down the surfaces of the cold plate with soap solution.

Install and properly position the access sliding lid and sanitary plate.

Remove all the quick disconnects from all the tanks. Fill a suitable pail or bucket with soap solution.

Submerge all disconnects (gas and liquid) in the soap solution and then clean them using a nylon bristle
brush. (Do not use a wire brush). Rinse with clean water.

Prepare sanitizing solution and using a mechanical spray bottle, spray the disconnects.
Allow to air dry.

Using a clean, empty tank, prepare five (5) gallons of the sanitizing solution. Rinse the tank disconnects
with approximately 9 oz. of the sanitizing solution. Close the tank.

Prepare cleaning tank by filling clean five (5) gallon tank with a mixture of mild detergent and potable water
(120°F).

Connect a gas disconnect to the tank and then apply one of the product tubes to the cleaning tank. Oper-
ate the appropriate valve until liquid dispensed is free of any syrup.

Disconnect cleaning tank and hook up sanitizing tank to syrup line and COz2 system.

Energize beverage faucet until chlorine sanitizing solution is dispensed through the faucet. Flush at least
two (2) cups of liquid to ensure that the sanitizing solution has filled the entire length of the syrup tubing.

Allow sanitizer to remain in lines for fifteen (15) minutes.

10. Repeat the step above, applying a different product tube each time until all tubes are filled with the sanitiz-

ing solution.

11. Remove the nozzle and syrup diffuser and clean them in a mild soap solution.

Rinse with clean water and reassemble the nozzle and syrup diffuser on the valve.

12. Rinse the parts in clean water, reassemble the valve and reconnect it to the dispenser.

13. Discard the tank of sanitizing solution and reconnect the product syrup tanks. Operate the valves until all

sanitizer has been flushed from the system and only product syrup is flowing.

Submerge all disconnects (gas and liquid) in the soap solution and then clean them using a nylon bristle
brush.

Using a plastic pail, prepare approximately five (5) gallons of sanitizing solution.
Rinse the BIB disconnects in the sanitizing solution.

Sanitizing fittings must be attached to each BIB disconnect. If these fittings are not available, the fittings
from empty BIB bags can be cut from the bags and used. These fittings open the disconnect so the sanitiz-
ing solution can be drawn through the disconnect.

Place all the BIB disconnects into the pail of sanitizing solution. Operate all the valves until the sanitizing
solution is flowing from the valve. Allow sanitizer to remain in lines for fifteen (15) minutes.

Remove the nozzle and syrup diffuser from each valve and clean them in a soap solution. Rinse with clean
water and reassemble the nozzle and syrup diffuser to the valve.

Remove the sanitizing fittings from the BIB disconnects and connect the disconnects to the appropriate
BIB container. Operate the valves until all sanitizer has been flushed from the system and syrup is flowing
freely.
